Contents of Column Transition Kit

BEFORE GETTING STARTED - Concrete floor surfaces must be flat, level and structurally sound.  Floor 
topping/leveling may be required prior to installation of the ConnectracÊ system.  Aluminum and PVC 
ConnectracÊ components which will be cut to length must be cut with a non-ferrous metal-cutting 
saw blade.  The recommended 10-inch, 80-teeth saw blade is available from ConnectracÊ.  This saw 
blade may be used with a miter (chop) saw, a radial arm saw or a table saw.

Drum Base Installation

1. Fold carpet aside and place column transition 
on floor slab, against the base.  Drill slab with 
concrete bit and fasten transition to slab with 
concrete screws.

If a cable access hole is not provided in the 
drum base, the installer should cut a hole that 
will be concealed when the column transition is 
positioned against the base.
