Contents of Poke-Thru Dome Kit

BEFORE GETTING STARTED - Concrete floor surfaces must be flat, level and structurally sound.  Floor 
topping/leveling may be required prior to installation of the ConnectracÊ system.  Aluminum and PVC 
ConnectracÊ components which will be cut to length must be cut with a non-ferrous metal-cutting 
saw blade.  The recommended 10-inch, 80-teeth saw blade is available from ConnectracÊ.  This saw 
blade may be used with a miter (chop) saw, a radial arm saw or a table saw.

Mark and cut carpet to accept poke-thru dome 
kit and a span of ConnectracÊ raceway, sold 
separately.

1. Sit assembled dome over poke-thru device.  
Slide dome toward table base to provide 
maximum strain-relief for power infeed 
conduit.  Drill floor slab through the four holes 
in the dome base and install concrete screws.
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
